Becoming Disciples through Bible THROUGH BIBLE STUDY
Study.” (Note: This bible study is in addition tat a replacement for, the

lay-led offering which is held after worship on $iay mornings.) This
new bible study will be held at two different timesch week:

- Tuesdays, 10 to 11:30 am, beginning September 28
- Thursdays, 7 to 8:30 pm, beginning September 16

The purpose of Disciple Bible Study is to form dies by nurturing your
relationship with God through Christ through a dagin-depth study of
scripture — a study which will be not jusformational, but also
trandormational. This fits in perfectly with our chdrs purpose of
“Forming Disciples ~ Transforming Lives.”

Disciple Bible Study will require a commitment ahe for both the
weekly session itself as well as at-home exerci3éss is not a “drop in”
bible study; consistent attendance beginning teg&nber and continuing
through June, 2011, is the key to this progranfsctiveness. Of course,
there will be times when you might not be able &kma class, and there
will be some weeks when classes are not schedulediodvacations and
holidays. But just as | am committed to beingalitator and “learner
among learners” for this 34-week program, | hope wil be committed to
participating in it.

During the course of this 34-week study, our smgadup will move

through the biblical stories of Creation to the N&wusalem, spending 17
weeks studying the Old Testament, and another Eksvstudying the New
Testament. Disciple Bible Study draws upon thekwadrBiblical scholars
to aid our understanding of the Bible. Each sessill include a short
DVD lecture by a Biblical scholar concerning theitoof that week. This
study requires you to do some reading and studyipgeparation for the
weekly small group meeting. You will receive a Wnwok which costs
$10 (but if that’s not in your budget, scholarshipney is available).
